60 Day Wonder Devotional Book – Year 1

Book #3 – Strong through God’s Spirit

Teacher scripts to lead Wonder Time™ each week at Good News Club®
Note:
The poster referred to in these scripts can be downloaded from the CEF® Web site. Also, be sure to use the visualized CEF Wonder Time™ song, “God Wants to Spend Time with Just You”, available from CEF Press®. This song is also recorded on the Good News Songs 1, 4 and 5 CDs The devotional numbers that the children are to read each week are in bold print; be sure to emphasize these during Wonder Time and repeat them at the end of club. 

Week 1 – Pages 1-7  
This is an exciting day! You will receive your new Wonder Devotional Book at the end of club. This book is yours to keep but remember to bring it back to Good News Club every week so we can check your work and give you a special reward. 

This Wonder Devotional Book is called Strong through God’s Spirit! When you think of being strong, maybe you think of having amazing power like a superhero! But God wants you to be strong on the inside to do what’s right. You’re going to learn all about the Holy Spirit—how He works in your life and the gifts He gives you to help you serve God better. You will also learn about your enemy, Satan. Find out how he works and what you can do to stand against him. 
This first week you’ll be reading pages 1-7. It’s all about the Holy Spirit. See if you can learn what it means to be filled with the Holy Spirit. We’ll talk about in club next week
(Teacher: If you have new children in club, you may need to take time to go over the instruction page at the beginning of the devotional book.) 

Don’t forget to bring your new devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 2 – Pages 8-14 

I hope you enjoyed reading in your new devotional book this past week. It was all about the Holy Spirit. Who can tell us something the Holy Spirit does in our lives as God’s children? (Get responses) Did anyone discover how to be filled with the Holy Spirit? (Get responses) If you’re going to be strong for God, you need to be filled with God’s Holy Spirit every day!
This week you’ll be reading pages 8-14. You’ll learn two words that may be new to you. See if you can find out in your reading what it means to “quench” the Spirit and what it means to “grieve” the Sprit. Those are two important things for us to understand.

Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 3 – Pages 15-21

In your devotionals this past week, you learned not to quench or grieve the Holy Spirit. Can anyone tell me what those words mean? (Get responses) What should you do if you discover you have quenched or grieved the Holy Spirit? (Get responses)  Confess that sin to God and ask Him to make you strong to obey Him.
This week you’ll be reading pages 15-21. It’s all about fruit! No, not bananas and oranges. It’s about the fruit of the Holy Spirit. What does that mean? Well, you’ll have to read and find out! Next week I’ll want to see if you can tell me at least four of the spiritual fruit in your devotionals. 
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 4 – Pages 22-27
Did you enjoy reading about fruit this past week in your quiet time? Who can tell me what we mean by the fruit of the Spirit? (Get responses) Let’s see if we can name the fruit we’ve read about so far (Get responses—love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness). That’s great that you can name them! Now the more important question is, are you demonstrating them in your life? That’s much harder isn’t it? But God can make you strong, by His Spirit, to do it! 
This week you’ll be reading pages 22-27. You’ll read about the fruit of gentleness and self-control. Then you’ll start reading about something else the Holy Spirit gives to those who are believers—spiritual gifts. Do you have a spiritual gift? Find out this week!
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 5 – Pages 28-34(Including the fist activity page)
It was so interesting studying about spiritual gifts this week in our quiet time! Who can tell me what a spiritual gift is? (Get responses) Why does God give believers spiritual gifts? (Get responses) God knows it’s not always easy to live for Him and serve Him. His gifts will make you strong to do what He wants you to do. 
This week you’ll be reading pages 28-34. You’ll learn about a couple more gifts. Then you can figure out what your gift is and how to use it. You’ll also be starting on the second half of the book, learning about our enemy, Satan. There’s also a special surprise tucked in between pages 31 and 32. It’s a fun puzzle for you to work on! See how much you can remember from the things you’ve read in your quiet time.
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 6 – Pages 35-41
It’s been good learning all about spiritual gifts. Have you figured out what your gift is yet? Would someone like to share that with us? (Get responses) Isn’t it good that God gave us different gifts to use in different ways? When we all use our spiritual gifts the way God wants us to, things go much better. 

This week you’ll be reading pages 35-41. You started reading a little about Satan this past week. Now you’ll find out more. Find out what some of Satan’s tricks are and how you can win the battle over him. Satan is powerful—but God is greater! 
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 7 – Pages 42-47

As believers, we have a very real enemy called Satan, or the devil. He wants to keep you from getting to know God better. I’m sure he tried hard to keep you from having your quiet time this week. I hope you didn’t let him win! Who can tell me something you learned this week about Satan’s tricks? (Get responses) Satan has many ways of getting you to do the wrong thing. But remember, God is greater than Satan. Ask Him for help to be strong against the enemy!

This week you’ll be reading devotionals 42-47. You’re going to find out about what God wants you to wear when you go into battle with Satan. It’s called the armor of God. It’s something you need to put on every day so you can be strong for the Lord. The verses you will be reading this week come from the book of Ephesians in chapter 6.  Each day as you learn about the pieces of armor, take time to think about putting them on one by one. 
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 8 – Pages 48-54

What is it you and I as believers are supposed to wear into battle with Satan? (Get response) Who can name one piece of the armor? (Get responses. Continue going through the all the pieces covered so far—belt of truth, breastplate of righteousness, helmet of salvation, shoes of the Gospel of peace.) Aren’t you glad God has provided such protection for you?

This week you’ll be reading devotionals 48-54. You’ll learn about more of the armor, and most importantly, you learn how to use it! Next week I’m going to ask you if you put your armor on that morning.

Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 9 – Pages 55-60

We’ve been studying the armor of God in our quiet time this week. Did you put your armor on this morning? (Get responses) How do you do that? (Get responses) The armor of God is important if you’re going to stand against Satan. Don’t leave home without it!

This week, you will reach the end of another devotional book! You’ll be reading pages 55-60. It’s all about temptation and how to fight it! You’ll see how Bible people like Joseph, Daniel, David, Gideon, Rahab and Peter faced temptation. Some of them won the battle—and some didn’t. Next week you can share with us which of these people are you most like and why? 
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. 

Then you’ll be ready to learn even more about God as you begin a brand new Wonder Devotional Book. This may be the best one yet—but you’ll have to wait till next week!
Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”
