60 Day Wonder Devotional Book – Year 1
Book #1 – What a God!

Teacher scripts to lead Wonder Time™ each week at Good News Club®
Note:
The poster referred to in these scripts can be downloaded from the CEF® Web site. Also, be sure to use the visualized CEF Wonder Time™ song, “God Wants to Spend Time with Just You”, available from CEF Press®. This song is also recorded on the Good News Songs 1, 4 and 5 CDs The devotional numbers that the children are to read each week are in bold print; be sure to emphasize these during Wonder Time and repeat them at the end of club. 

Two weeks prior to distributing Wonder Devotional Book 1
In two weeks you will be receiving a special gift. It is a book to help you spend time with God everyday. It’s called a Wonder Devotional Book. We will be starting with the very first book called, “What a God!” It’s all about who God is and what He is like. So get ready for the beginning of a new and great adventure as you open God’s word each day. Remember, God wants to spend time with you every single day. 

To spend time with Him, you need to (show poster and point to each word and picture) STOP what you are doing so the room will be quiet, SIT and get quiet on the inside, open and READ from your Bible, THINK about what you are reading, and PRAY to God. Each week we will have Wonder Time in club. That’s when we will spend a few minutes talking about this special time with God. This sign (show poster) will help you remember the five parts of your quiet time. Let’s say them together and then sing our Wonder Time song which reminds us, “God wants to spend time with you, every day.”

One week prior to distributing Wonder Devotional Book 1
Have you ever wondered what God is really like? Maybe you’ve had questions like, Why did God create people? Does God really know and care about things in my life? The new Wonder Devotional Book you will receive next week will help find answers to those questions and many more. As you complete each day’s devotional you will learn more about God. Getting to know God is a great adventure!. 

Begin thinking now about where and when you can spend time with God every day. Where will it be? Will your time with God be in your room or maybe at the kitchen table where you do your homework? When will you spend time with God? In the morning when you first wake up or in the evening just before you go to bed? You will need to (show poster) STOP and SIT, then you will READ, THINK, and PRAY. Remember God wants to spend time with you every day. Every day is 365 days a year, just like our song says. Let’s sing it right now.   

Week 1 - Pages 1-7 (This first introduction will take a few extra minutes) 

Today is the day we have been looking forward to! You will receive your new Wonder Devotional Book at the end of club with your take-home treats. Each day you will do one page in your book, pages 1-7. 

This book is yours to keep, but remember to bring it back to Good News Club every week so your work can be checked and you can be given a special reward. Do you know where and when you will have your first quiet time? This is the first step in spending time with God. (Hold up poster and point to each word and picture as you talk about each one.) 

STOP. This means you must turn off the TV, computer or whatever distracts you. The room needs to be as quiet as possible so you can concentrate. SIT. When you sit, you quiet your mind and heart; the real you inside. Ask God to help you understand the things you are about to read. Confess your sins and make sure there is nothing between you and God. Then, READ. Open your book to day 1. (Open a Devotional to show the format.) 

The Bible verses you will read and study are not written out for you in the book. Open your Bible and look up the verses for yourself. The reference or address of the verses is in the box. Find the verses in your Bible beginning with the book. Your Bible is 66 small books all bound together. Use the index in the front of your Bible to find the page on which the book begins. (Show a Bible index.) 

The first number in the address represents the chapter. These large numbers in the Bible indicate the chapter. (Show chapter numbers.) The second number in the address indicates the verse. The small numbers in with the words in the Bible are the verse numbers. Read the assigned verses slowly until you understand every word. After you read, THINK about what you read and answer the questions on this page. Writing down the answers will help you remember what you have learned. Lastly, PRAY. Thank God for what you learned, and pray about the upcoming day. Some prayer thoughts are included to get you started. Use your own words to talk to God. Ask Him to change your life so you can live to please Him. 

This week complete the first seven lessons, one each day, in your book. Let’s finish our Wonder Time by singing the chorus of our song. God really does want to spend time with you every day!

Week 2 - Pages 8-14
How did your quiet time go last week? Did you find a good time to STOP and SIT? Keep searching for the best place and time. How many of you brought your books back this week?  Great, Next week I hope all of you have your quiet time and bring back your books.

I hope you enjoyed learning about who God is. This week we will be learning more about Him. After you STOP and SIT, you need to READ the Bible verses very carefully. The Bible is God’s true Word. It was written by holy men long ago as they were shown what to write by the Holy Spirit. Every word is true and every word is important. The words of the Bible are God’s way to talk to you. Read it very carefully and listen to God as He tells you wonderful things about Himself. All of the Bible is true. When you finish reading, THINK about what you read, and then answer the questions carefully. Last, PRAY and ask God to help you remember and obey what you learned. This week we will be reading pages 8 to 14. (Remind children of these page numbers again at end of club.)

Each week (Show devotional page sample) your book has a verse for you to memorize. In addition to the verse you learn at Good News Club, will you try to remember this verse too? Hiding God’s word in your heart will help you to obey. 

When you spend time with God every day, you will get to know Him and love Him more and more. Let’s sing our song to help us remember to spend time with God every day.

Week 3 - Pages 15-20
Last week as you had a quiet time with God every day, you learned about God’s holiness. This week you will be working on pages 15 to 20. Do you realize this is only six pages? Every once in a while we will do only six pages a week, and this week is one of the weeks. Work in your devotional book on six pages—one page each day. On day seven, look back over what you have learned, re-read your favorite devotionals and spend some extra time praying. 

In the Bible, God tells us many things about Himself and how He works in the lives of His children. In devotionals 18 and 19, you’re going to read about God’s grace and His mercy. See if you can learn the difference between those two words. We’ll talk about it together next week. 
Don’t forget to work on pages 15-20 and be sure to STOP, SIT, READ, THINK, and PRAY every day!

Week 4 - Pages 21-26
Did you remember to have your quiet time with God every day last week? I sure hope so. In devotionals 18 and 19, you read about two important words: grace and mercy. Who can tell me what we mean by God’s grace? (Get responses) Yes, God’s grace is all about how God gives us what we don’t deserve. Because of sin, we don’t deserve God’s love and forgiveness, but He offers it to us freely. He also gives strength, guidance, comfort and help—just because of His grace! Who can tell me what is meant by God’s mercy? (Get responses) Yes, God’s mercy is when He does not give us what we do deserve. If you are God’s child, He does not punish you for your sins as you deserve. Instead, He willingly forgives you. Aren’t you glad for God’s grace and mercy! 
Over the next six days you will read more about our wonderful God. You’ll learn about the fear of the Lord and how to show reverence to God. Don’t forget, you are reading pages 21-26.
As we sing about our great God today, let’s worship and praise Him.

Week 5 - Pages 27-32 plus an activity page)

Did you enjoy having your quiet time with God this past week? I hope so! Would someone like to share one thing you learned about God as you read His Word? (Get responses.) I’m so glad you’re learning all about Him.

This week you’ll be reading pages 27 to 32 in your Wonder Devotional Book. After page 32 there is a special activity page. (Show page in book.) See how much you can remember from what you’ve read in your quiet times so far.

This week, you will learn how much God cares for you and how you can show that you appreciate Him. Remember that as you read your Bible, God’s true Word, God will teach you things you did not know about Him and what He wants you to do. This week as you STOP (turn off everything), SIT (quiet yourself), READ (carefully), THINK, and PRAY (praising God and asking for help), look for new ways to please God in your life.
Week 6 - Pages 33-39
I hope you enjoyed reading more about God this past week? What did you learn about showing you appreciate God? (Get responses) Were you able to answer all the questions on the activity page? Were there any questions you need help with? (Get responses)
This week you’re going to read about something called prophecy. It has to do with things that will happen in the future. God spoke to special men called prophets. He told them about future events, and they told the people what God said. You’re going to be reading about what the prophets said about Jesus, God’s Son, long before He was born. See if you can learn three things the prophets said about Jesus. You can share them with us next week.

Don’t forget, you are reading pages 33 to 39 in your Wonder Devotional Book. As we sing our Wonder Time song, ask God to help you have time with him every day.

Week 7 - Pages 40-46
Wow! Last week was an exciting one in our Wonder Devotional Books! We learned all about God’s prophets and what they said about Jesus, many years before He was born. Who can tell me one thing the prophets said about Jesus? (Get responses from several children) I can tell you learned a lot in your quiet time!

I hope you’re also learning the memory verses in your devotional book each week, too. You have two Bible verses you can learn—one from our club and one from your devotional book! Ask God to help you memorize them both. If your mind is filled with the Word of God, you have a powerful weapon against your enemy, Satan. In fact, it’s the same weapon Jesus used against the devil. You’ll read about that this week! As you STOP, SIT, READ, THINK and PRAY, don’t simply memorize God’s word, understand what it says and obey it! This will make the devil flee from you. 
Don’t forget this week to read pages 40-46. You’ll be learning how Jesus came into the world and why that was so important. Now let’s stand up and sing our Wonder Time song.

Week 8 - Pages 47-53
Did you enjoy reading this past week about how Jesus came into the world? I did! Isn’t it amazing how He could be both God and man? I’m so glad He came! 

This week you’ll be reading pages 47-53. It starts out kind of sad. You’ll read about what happened to Jesus at the end of His life here on Earth, and how He died. See if you can learn WHY Jesus had to die the way He did. But your reading ends in a happy way. You’ll read about what happened on the third day after Jesus died! 

Don’t forget to STOP, SIT, READ, THINK and PRAY every day this week so you can learn more about what Jesus did for you. 
Week 9 - Pages 54-60, plus an activity page)

Can you believe we are almost at the end of our first devotional book? Did you learn in your reading last week WHY Jesus had to die? (Get responses) Yes, Jesus willingly died on the cross because he knew that was the only way your sin and mine could be forgiven. Aren’t you glad He didn’t stay dead? He came alive again on the third day. That’s why you and I can believe on Him as our Savior and be able to live with Him in Heaven some day. If you don’t know Jesus as your Savior and you’d like to know more about it, please come and talk to me after club today.
This week, as you spend some quiet time with God every day you will be working on the last pages of your devotional book—pages 54 to 60. After page 60, there is another fun activity page. See how much you can remember of all you’ve learned from God’s Word! If you haven’t been spending time with God, you can begin today. 

Guess what happens next week? You will be receiving a brand new Wonder Devotional Book! This new book is all about…well, you’ll have to come next week to find out! But don’t wait until you get your new book. Find a quiet place, get your Bible and begin to read. Start today. Then bring your book back each week so we can see how you are doing. Now let’s sing our Wonder Time song.
