60 Day Wonder Devotional Book – Year 1

Book #4 – Spend Time with God!

Teacher scripts to lead Wonder Time™ each week at Good News Club®
Note:
The poster referred to in these scripts can be downloaded from the CEF® Web site. Also, be sure to use the visualized CEF Wonder Time™ song, “God Wants to Spend Time with Just You”, available from CEF Press®. This song is also recorded on the Good News Songs 1, 4 and 5 CDs The devotional numbers that the children are to read each week are in bold print; be sure to emphasize these during Wonder Time and repeat them at the end of club. 

Week 1 – Pages 1-7  

This is an exciting day! You will receive your new Wonder Devotional Book at the end of club. This book is yours to keep but remember to bring it back to Good News Club every week so we can check your work and give you a special reward. 

This Wonder Devotional Book is called Spend Time with God! You all spend time with your friends. You spend time watching TV or on the computer. How much time do you spend with God? The amazing thing is God looks forward to spending time with you! 
In your new devotional book, you’re going to learn all about the importance of God’s Word and prayer. You’ll also learn what it means to really worship God. 
This first week you’ll be reading pages 1-7. It’s all about the Bible—where did it come from? How do we know it’s true? See if you can find out how many men wrote the Bible and how many years it took until it was finished. We’ll talk about in club next week

(Teacher: If you have new children in club, you may need to take time to go over the instruction page at the beginning of the devotional book.) 

Don’t forget to bring your new devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 2 – Pages 8-14 

I hope you enjoyed reading in your new devotional book this past week, learning about God’s Word. Who can tell us how many men wrote the Bible? (Get responses--40) Did anyone discover how many years it took? (Get responses--1600) Isn’t it amazing that we have God’s own Words preserved for us to read. What a special book!
This week you’ll be reading pages 8-14. You’ll learn about the importance of your quiet time with God. You’re also going to learn why God’s Word is like a sword. See if you can explain that next week in club?
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 3 – Pages 15-21

In your devotionals this past week, you learned about the importance of your quiet time with God. Why is it important? (Get responses) You also learned about how God’s Word is like a sword. Who can tell us what that means? (Get responses)  
This week you’ll be reading pages 15-21. You’ll learn more about studying God’s Word. Do you have trouble memorizing your Bible verse each week? You’ll read some ideas on how to make memorizing easier. You’ll also be reading about prayer.  Next week see if you can tell me at least one new thing you learned about prayer from your devotionals. 
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 4 – Pages 22-27

Did you enjoy having your quiet time with God this week? Who can tell me something you learned about prayer from your reading? (Get responses) Isn’t it great we have a God who loves to hear our prayers—and answer them! 
This week you’ll be reading pages 22-27. You’ll be finding out more about prayer. Let’s see what a good detective you are. See if you can find out this week what the letters A-C-T-S can remind us of when we pray. 
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 5 – Pages 28-34(Including the fist activity page)
I loved reading about prayer in my quiet time this week, didn’t you? Who was a good detective and figured out what the letters A-C-T-S can remind us of when we pray? (Get responses—Adoration, Confession, Thanksgiving, Supplication—discuss briefly what each of these words mean.)
This week you’ll be reading pages 28-34. You’ll be learning more about prayer, and you’ll begin to learn about worship. Be sure to also fill in the box on the activity page in between pages 31 and 32. It will help you remember to have your quiet time. There are also some questions to answer so you can see how much you can remember from the things you’ve been reading.
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 6 – Pages 35-41

Did you all fill in the box about your quiet time this week? I hope so. Let it be a reminder to you to have that special time with God every day! 
This week you’ll be reading pages 35-41. It’s about God and why we should worship Him. You’re going to learn three BIG words that all start with “Omni”. See if you can learn what they are and what they mean for next week. 
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 7 – Pages 42-47

You learned some new words in your quiet time devotionals this week! They all start with the word “Omni”. That word means all. What are the three words you learned? (Get responses and go over what each word means.) Isn’t it great to know our God is all-powerful, all-present and all-knowing!
This week you’ll be reading devotionals 42-47. It’s about worshipping God. On one of the days, you’re going to learn how God and you can have fun together! Wow! See if you can find out what that’s all about. 
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 8 – Pages 48-54

Did any of you have fun with God this week? How did you do that? (Get responses) God loves you so much. He made laughter and created you to enjoy fun times. He wants to share every part of your life.
This week you’ll be reading devotionals 48-54. You’ll learn more about what God is like. You’ll even find out if God likes music! Next week, see if you can answer that question!
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 9 – Pages 55-60

It was so interesting this week learning more about God in our quiet time! Who can answer this question: Does God like music? (Get responses) How do you know? (Get responses) I’m so glad that God gave us music to enjoy. Did any of you write a song of praise to God this past week? (Get responses and have them share what they wrote)
This week, you will reach the end of another devotional book! You’ll be reading pages 55-60. It’s about the Body of Christ and why we need fellowship with other Christians. What’s the Body of Christ? And what’s fellowship? You’ll have to read and find out!
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. 

Then you’ll be getting two new Wonder Devotional Books. That way you’ll be able to continue your quiet time all summer long!
Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”
