60 Day Wonder Devotional Book – Year 1

Book #2 – Let’s Talk about God!

Teacher scripts to lead Wonder Time™ each week at Good News Club®
Note:
The poster referred to in these scripts can be downloaded from the CEF® Web site. Also, be sure to use the visualized CEF Wonder Time™ song, “God Wants to Spend Time with Just You”, available from CEF Press®. This song is also recorded on the Good News Songs 1, 4 and 5 CDs The devotional numbers that the children are to read each week are in bold print; be sure to emphasize these during Wonder Time and repeat them at the end of club. 

Week 1 – Pages 1-6
 (This first introduction will take a few extra minutes.) 
Today is the day we have been looking forward to! You will receive your new Wonder Devotional Book at the end of club. This book is yours to keep but remember to bring it back to Good News Club every week so we can check your work and give you a special reward. 

This Wonder Devotional Book is called Let’s Talk about God!  Maybe you have family or friends who don’t know Jesus as their Savior. For the first 30 days of your quiet time, you’ll be reading about how to tell others about Jesus. You’ll learn what to tell them and a really easy way to do it! 

The second half of your devotional book is all about how to trust God when you have problems in your life. We all have problems and sometimes it can be hard to believe God is working in us. You’ll read about people in the Bible who had hard times and how they trusted in God and He helped them. 
This first week you’ll be reading pages 1-6. It’s all about being a witness for God. See how many things you can learn about what a witness is, what a witness does and how you can be one! There’s also a great Bible verse for you to learn – Mark 16:15. Every witness for God should know that verse!

Some of you may be new and you don’t know about what a quiet time is. (Teacher: You may have to take time to go over the instruction page at the beginning of the book if you have many new children.) Let’s talk about our poster for a minute. The first word is STOP. You need to choose a certain time each day to STOP and have your quiet time. What time of the day works best for you? (Allow response. You may wish to also share your own experience.) Many people think morning is best because they’ve had a good night sleep and are ready to really listen to what God wants to tell them through His Word, the Bible. If you haven’t started having a quiet time, ask God to help you know what time is best for you. Then STOP and spend some time with God every day at that time.

Let’s sing our special Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”
Week 2 – Pages 7-13
Did you know having a quiet time isn’t just important to you—it’s important to God! He wants to spend time with you! Let’s sing about it! (Sing “God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”) 

Let’s talk about what you learned last week in your devotional book. Who can tell me what a witness is and what a witness does? (Get responses) Maybe you thought about a person you know who needs to know about Jesus. While you’re doing your quiet time this month, why don’t you begin praying for that person. Ask God to help you be a witness to him or her as you learn how to do it. 
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. This week you’ll be reading pages 7-13 in your Wonder Devotional Book. You’ll be learning about all the different kinds of people God wants you to witness to. As you have your quiet time, remember God loves you and wants to spend time with just you!
Week 3 – Pages 14-19
Did you remember to have your quiet time with God each day this past week? I hope you did. Who can tell me some of the different kinds of people you should witness to? (Get responses) I hope you are praying for that person God placed on your heart. Watch for chances to witness to that person. 
Maybe you think, “I wouldn’t know what to say to a person about Jesus.” This week, you’ll be reading pages 14-19 in your devotional book. You are going to start learning how to use something called the Wordless Book. This little book is a great tool to use when you are witnessing to someone about the Lord Jesus. You will learn this week how to tell someone the first four pages of the Wordless Book. Next week, maybe one of you would like to show us what you’ve learned!

Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Now let’s sing our Wonder Time song—“God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”

Week 4 – Pages 20-26
(Teacher: Before this session, make your own Wordless Book from page 23 to show the children.)

This past week you started to learn how to use a Wordless Book. I brought my Wordless Book to club today. Would one of you like to show us what you can say when you show the gold page of this book? (Have a child share the gold page. As time allows, have different children share the dark, red and clean pages also.) It’s so important to learn how to explain the Gospel to other people.

This week, you’re going to read pages 20-26 in your devotional book. And guess what? On page 23, you’re going to be able to make your very own Wordless Book, just like mine! (Teacher: if time allows, you could have the children make their books in club together.) Next week, you can all bring your Wordless Book to club and we’ll practice together. 
(Show poster.) Remember to STOP, SIT, READ, THINK and PRAY every day this week. And don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Now let’s sing our Wonder Time song to remind us that God wants to spend time with us—365 days of the year! 
Week 5 – Pages 27-32
Raise your hand if you had a quiet time with God at least once last week. Twice? Every day? (Allow response.) Wow, that’s great! 
Did any of you bring your Wordless Book to club? (Teacher: Have some additional Wordless Books on hand for those who forgot to bring them or who are new.) This past week you finished learning about what to say on each page of the Wordless Book. Who can tell me what you talk about on the clean page? (Get responses) How about the green page? (Get responses) Is there anyone who thinks they can tell the whole story using their Wordless Book? (Let a volunteer child demonstrate.) (Teacher: As time allows, you may want to have the children find a partner and practice telling the Wordless Book as you walk around to listen and help.) 

You’ll want to practice the Wordless Book over and over until you can tell it well. Then you’ll be ready to share it with that person you’ve been praying for. 
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. This week, you’ll be reading pages 26-32 in your Wonder Devotional Book. You’ll learn about other people called missionaries, who tell others about Jesus. 
Now let’s sing our Wonder Time song! 

Week 6 – Pages 33-39
If you read your Bible and Wonder Devotional Book last week, you found about people called missionaries. Who can tell me what a missionary is? (Get responses) How can you and I help missionaries? (Get responses) Wouldn’t it be wonderful if God called some of you to become missionaries someday?
This week in your quiet time you will be reading pages 33-39. You’ll be reading about people in the Bible like Joseph and Esther, who went through hard times. You’ll learn how God can help you through hard times in your life. You’ll also learn a very important Bible verse—Romans 8:28. Next week I’ll ask if you can say that verse from memory and tell what it means.
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Our Wonder Time song tells us that God’s Holy Spirit will show us the truth! Let’s sing about it! (Sing “God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”)
Week 7 – Pages 40-46
I hope your quiet time reading this past week helped you to understand how God can help you in hard times. Did anyone memorize Romans 8:28? (Get responses) What does that verse mean? (Get responses) Isn’t it good to know that God can bring good, even out of the bad things that happen in our lives. 
This week, you will be reading pages 40-46. You’ll learn about persecution. See if you can understand what that word means and be ready to tell us next week. Your devotionals will also talk about hard situations in life like having family members who don’t believe in Jesus, having to move to a new place, getting along with brothers and sisters and being in the hospital. Be sure to write your answer to the question at the bottom of each page. Writing things down helps you understand them better.

Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. Our Wonder Time song talks about writing down the truth of God’s Word. Let’s sing it! 
Week 8 – Pages 47-53
Some of your devotionals this past week talked about persecution. Who can tell me what that word means? (Get responses) Have you ever been persecuted for believing in Jesus? (Get responses) Persecution is a very hard thing to go through. Isn’t it good to know God will help you through those hard times?
This week you’ll be reading pages 47-53. These devotionals are about some hard things that are very real to many children in our world today. Some of you have divorced parents. Maybe you live in a home where there is a lot of anger and fighting. You’ll learn this week how God can help you, even in these hard situations. Be sure to have your quiet time with God each day. He loves you so much and He looks forward to spending time with you every day.
Don’t forget to bring your devotional book back to club next week so it can be checked. (Sing ”God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”)
Week 9 – Pages 54-60 (plus the activity sheet at the end)
As you had your quiet time this past week, did God show you how He can help you through very hard situations in your life? Would anyone like to share something God taught you in your quiet time? (Get responses) 

This week, you’ll be reading the last devotionals in your book – pages 54-60. You’ll read about why and how you can trust God, and how you can thank Him, even in hard times. You won’t want to miss what God wants to teach you this week! 
You’ve learned a lot of truth about God in your quiet time over the past two months! Be sure to bring your devotional book back next week to be checked. Then you’ll be ready to learn even more about God as you begin a brand new Wonder Devotional Book. I can’t wait to show you this new book—but you’ll have to wait till next week!
Let’s sing our Wonder Time song! (Sing “God Wants to Spend Time with Just You.”)
